on its initiative to support active ageing, we sign to express our intention to join and professionally cooperate with the Central European Network of Senior Universities.

1. The Central European Network of Senior Universities Association (hereinafter referred to as "the Network") is a professional community of higher education institutions, organisations, associations and individuals based on professional partnership.
2. Membership of the Network is voluntary, does not imply any financial or professional commitment and does not entail any financial or legal services.
3. The Network aims to strengthen cooperation in the fields of education and research for the benefit of seniors by establishing cooperation between institutions.

4. The main objectives of the Central European Network of Senior Universities Association are:

a. to promote active ageing, social and economic activities of older people,

b. to strengthen age-friendly attitudes in higher education institutions,

c. to develop the methodology of the educational and training tools of senior universities, best practices, to share of good practices, methodological development of senior know-how,

d. to develop senior course materials, value-based, inclusive curricula and methodology,

e. to implement joint professional events and to articulate common goals and values, 

f. to launch inter-university research and innovation and to strengthen interdisciplinary approaches,

g. to organise workshops and scientific events,

h. to promote positive ageing and the mental and physical health of seniors,

i. to promote cooperation between science, culture and the arts,

j. to involve relevant and interested institutions,

k. to develop methodological and learning support systems for lifelong learning.

5. The main activities of the Central European Network of Senior Universities Association are:

a. sharing knowledge and information, development of common platforms,

b. initiating professional and scientific conferences, forums and events,

c. having a good initiative, sharing the best practices, networking,

d. providing information for the associated partners.

6. Founding signatories of the Declaration of Intent and the Network's academic and non-academic partner members shall act towards each other in the spirit of professional cooperation and in accordance with the general rules of professional and academic ethics, reciprocity and good faith.
7. Anyone who agrees with the objectives may later indicate their wish to join the Network in writing.

8. All partners joining the Network may propose joint programmes, professional events and undertake to organise such events.
9. The coordination of the Network's professional programmes will be undertaken by John von Neumann University and Kecskemét Creative Knowledge Centre Public Foundation (hereinafter referred to as the coordinating organisations).

The coordinating organisations undertake to create a website (https://keszeh.hu/) in order to achieve the objectives of the Network, to inform partners and the public through the website, to initiate joint professional and scientific forums and to inform the members of the Network about the results of the organisation on an annual basis.
11. Signatories of the Declaration of Intent agree to have their name, the name, logo and contact details of the institution or organisation they represent displayed on the website and in information publications.

12. This Declaration of Intent is concluded by the signatures of the Parties and is of indefinite duration.
13.The Parties acknowledge that the membership established by the signature of this Declaration of Intent may be terminated by either Party during its term by written notice to the coordinating institution
14. The persons and entities carrying out the coordination declare that they will process personal data and special data as defined in Regulation (EU) No 2016/679 of the European Parliament and the Council on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing personal data and on the free movement of such data and in the provisions of Act CXII of 2011 on the right to informational self-determination and freedom of information, in the manner provided by law, and will not disclose them to third parties, unless they are required to do so by law, and will use them only to the extent necessary for the performance of this Agreement.

15. The signatories to the Declaration of Intent shall settle any disputes arising in connection with the cooperation primarily through their representatives, by negotiation.

The signatories to the Declaration of Intent shall consider the provisions of the legislation in force at the time to be applicable in all matters not covered by this Declaration of Intent.
